The original owners of the house at 6432 Charing Lane are from Pasadena and loved the Arts & Crafts style of their hometown—particularly the work of architects Charles and Henry Greene, who designed and built the famous Gamble House.  

When the original owners set out to build their dream home in Cambria, they commissioned local architect Gary Swauger to create a house featuring the details and styling they so loved.  The house was built in 1985 by contractor Brian Wilson.  

The exterior is in the classic California Arts & Crafts style—the shingles, the trim, the color, are all reminiscent of the Gamble House, as are the eaves which are slightly curved in the way of traditional Craftsman houses.

The front doors, which are framed in redwood, are handmade by the Greenbergs, a family of local artists.   The father created the stained glass portion and the son did the carving.  

All the mantels in the house are also carved by the Greenbergs and are also redwood.
The living room is done in Honduran mahogany.  The wainscoting, the built-in benches and fireplace arch, as well as the ceiling, are modeled after the Gamble House. 
Redwood was used in the dining room/solarium.  The etched glass wall was made by an artist in Morro Bay, and the mural on the opposite wall is from a 1904 home in Glendale, built by a doctor for his daughter as a wedding gift.   

In the kitchen, the wood trim and the built-ins are Honduran mahogany, with copper facing on the fireplace.  The stained glass window was designed by an architect in La Cañada.

The woodwork and built-ins in the master bedroom, as well as the built-in vanity in the master bath, are Honduran mahogany.

The family room wainscoting and built-ins are oak.

Hardwood floors in the living room, dining room, kitchen, and master suite are oak.

BTW:  In both the kitchen and dining room are brand new skylights (July 2011) made of  UV-filtered glass; because of their design, it is possible to see the moon and the stars at night (whereas non-filtered skylights only show darkness at night).
